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ABSTRACT

The Lefschetz fixed-point theorem is a fundamental result
in algebraic topology that relates the local behavior of a map
around its fixed points to the effect of the map on cohomology.
We will investigate the consequences of this theorem for the
theory of zeta functions and the physics of rigid body motion.

We will prove the Riemann Hypothesis.

We will NOT prove the Lefschetz
fixed-point theorem.
