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Abstract

Tropical geometry is a combinatorial field with a strong formal analogy to algebraic

geometry and many strange connections that allow similar theorems to be proved
using sickeningly elementary methods. I will prove a tropical Bézout’s Theorem
and then deduce the real Bézout’s Theorem from it.
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
