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Abstract

Toric varieties are algebraic varieties which can be written down in terms of simple
combinatorial data, of the type of convex bodies in Euclidean space. Their geometry
and intersection theory can then be described completely in terms of these objects.
The aim here will be to shine a light on some of these correspondences, and to give
some fun examples. No more than a nodding acquaintance with algebraic geometry
will be assumed.
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
