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Abstract

Tropical varieties are combinatorial objects defined in terms of piece-
wise linear maps, which are analogous in many ways to algebraic va-
rieties. In particular, tropical curves are graphs with specified edge
lengths, whose rational functions are piecewise linear functions with
integer slopes. We will illustrate the analogy between tropical and al-
gebraic curves by proving that tropical curves satisfy the Riemann-Roch
formula. We will comment on how tropical theorems sometimes imply
their algebraic counterparts, as in a recent proof of the Brill-Noether
theorem.
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
