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Abstract

Syzygies are relations between generators of an ideal. Aside from being
useful in Scrabble, they are also useful in understanding the geometry
of varieties. They are closely related to the Hilbert function, and they
help characterize what varieties a particular variety lies on. In this
talk, I will define syzygies and minimal resolutions, then focus on an
example, talking about computing syzygies of seven points in P3.
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
