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Abstract

Once one knows that the Riemann zeta function can be analytically
continued to the whole complex plane, it is possible to deduce two non-
trivial properties of this continuation. One is that ((s) satisfies a func-
tional equation; the other is that ((n) is rational if n is a nonpositive
integer. The attempt to find appropriate generalizations of these two
properties will lead through the Hurwitz/Lerch zeta functions, Poisson
summation, and the Shintani zeta functions... and then touch upon the
approach taken by Tate in his thesis.
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
