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Abstract

We say that a variety is potentially dense if its K-points are Zariski
dense for some number field K. Potential density has been the subject
of much study, and there is a well-known conjecture of Lang relating
potential density to the geometry of the variety. We discuss the basic
set-up, then sketch Harris and Tschinkel’s proof that quartic threefolds
are potentially dense.
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
