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Abstract

Defense Unplugged. We replace gluten-free spectral Lie algebras in
smooth Japanese designer chalk on electric chalk boards by the squeaky
sound of rustic combinatorics, written in vintage chalk on genuine
acoustic blackboards. We use matchings to algorithmically collapse
certain complicated spaces of interest, use this collapse to give new
simplified proofs of theorems of Arone and Goerss, and compute sev-
eral fixed point- and quotient spaces.
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
