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ABSTRACT

The Mandelbrot set is defined to be the set of complex num-
bers c such that zero remains bounded under iterating the map
f(z) = z%2 +c. It sure looks complicated, and indeed it has some
very interesting mathematical structure. However, this structure
is not actually particularly inscrutable. In this talk, I will attempt
to describe the entire topological structure of the Mandelbrot set
combinatorically.
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
